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  Artistic talents of Jurupa Valley student to be featured in regional calendar 

Jurupa Valley, CA (September 26, 2018) –  The artwork of Martin Hurtado, a fifth-grade student at 

Pedley Elementary School in Jurupa Valley, has been selected to be included in the Metropolitan Water 

District of Southern California (MWD), “Water is Life” 2019 calendar.
